State Fire Marshal: All funding has been over obligated for the fiscal year. Greg stated that they over obligate because there are always some classes that do not go through. $1.1 Million has already been requested. 3 Pilot classes will be held for First Responder Inspector funded by DFS. Currently one in Region A and D. Class delivery and testing are up 100%. Fire Marshal Bean: NASFM has received a federal grant for curriculum “Best Practices for Addressing Homelessness and Migrant Issues”. Train the Trainer class was held on March 31st. There is a free online class at https://www.firemarshals.org/programs. The division has done a data search to find out what the number one cause of the 118 fire deaths were in Missouri. The data shows that Smoking while on Oxygen was number one, while number two was smoking related.
