MINUTES 
Call to Order  12:33 PM 
 
Roll Call  Randy Fogle, Jeff DeLapp, Roger Herin, Jim Ludden, Steve 
Gettemeier, Keith Payne, Jeff Owens, Mark Morrison  We have a quorum – 
81 total (see attached sign-in sheet). 
 
Welcome:  President Fogle opened the meeting welcoming all in 
attendance, and thanking them for their support of the conference.  He then 
offered a remembrance of members Bob Bindbeutel and   who passed 
away during the past year.  A moment of silence was observed. 
 
Approval of Meeting Minutes February 1, 2019 – Emailed to 
membership.  Motion by Jason Webb Second by Ed Berkel.  Vote: 
Approved. 
 
President’s Report – President Fogle thanked all past and present 
members for their support of FMAM through the years.  He further 
personally thanked t those who have mentored and supported him during 
his presidency.  He also recognized Art Oestereich for all his help and 
assistance with the conference.  President Fogle also stated that we will be 
offering an Inspector II class next spring. 
 
Vice President’s Report – Vice President DeLapp gave a report on raffle 
prizes and merchandise sales, which have been very successful so far. 
 
Financial Report – Secretary/Treasurer Herin stated that an audit had 
been made of the finances of the association in which everything was 
found in order.  The audit was done by the audit committee duly appointed 
by the President as stipulated in the By-Laws.  He then requested to delay 
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the financial report until after the conference, so he could include a report 
on the conference finances.  Approved by vote. 
 
Membership Report – Secretary/Treasurer Herin asked for a show of 
hands by first-time attendees – there were a considerable number of hands 
raised.  He expressed his appreciation to the new attendees, and thanked 
them for attending.  Secretary/Treasurer Herin then requested to delay the 
membership report until after the conference so he could include all new 
members.  Approved by vote. 
 
Report of Regional Directors 
 
Keith Payne – Kansas City Metro Region: Director Payne stated that not 
much was going on in his region.  He mentioned upcoming classes. 
Mark Morrison – St Louis Metro Region:  Director Morrison mentioned that 
there was a lot of things regarding cannabis going on, and mentioned 
upcoming classes on the subject.  He also encouraged the members to 
visit the hospitality room and enjoy the refreshments and fellowship. 
Steve Gettemeier – North Region: Director Gettemeier reported that there 
is very little FMAM involvement in the north region.  He asked the 
membership to reach out to any prospective members they may know in 
the north region. 
Jeff Owens – Southern Region: Director Owens stated the members could 
contact him if they need anything.  He also reported on the recently held 
Firefighter I & II blended class. 
James Ludden – Springfield/Branson Region: Director Ludden reported on 
new members from Springfield.  He stated they are working on a CRR 
project.  He also reported on the recently held Fire Inspector II class. 
 

Election of Officers – Jason Webb chaired the nomination committee and 
conducted the elections.  He presented a slate of candidates, and opened 
nominations from the floor.  No nominations were made from the floor.  The 
membership then moved, seconded and voted to elect the slate by 
acclimation.  The following Officers and Directors were duly elected:

Report of Committees – standing or special  
ICC – ICC’s Lead Senior Regional Manager of Government Relations, 
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 Tim Schmitz, brought up the concern of who will be taking over for us 
when we retire.  He stated that there might not be sufficient interest in code 
enforcement in the near future.  ICC is working to help young people enter 
the code enforcement field through ICC’s Safety 2.0 programs.  Through 
these programs students can learn about code enforcement through school 
curriculums educational programs and mentorship.  Tim also mentioned the 
ICC conference in Clark County, NV in October, and encouraged all 
members to participate in the code development process – whether it be at 
the conferences or by voting online.  He also reported on how valuable ICC 
certifications are, and explained about ICC online learning and testing. 
 
MDFS – Greg Dickens reported that there is a push for State Fire and 
Building Codes.  He also stated that he is working with Red Cross to 
promote free smoke alarms throughout the state.  Contact Gregg if you 
have problems communicating with Red Cross regarding this.  Greg also 
reported that they are trying to update to I-Codes for daycare rules.  He 
also stated that DFS is going completely digital (paperless). 
 
Old Business  There was no old business reported.

 35th Annual conference will be July 28-31, 2020 at Tan Tar A. 

 The third Mega Conference is being planned for 2021. 

 We are changing our conference to August for 2022. 

 Ed Berkel reported that MABFO will be meeting Friday, July 26 to 
continue planning for the 2020 ICC conference in St. Louis.

Chapters to help with the conference – both at this year’s conference 
in Las Vegas and at the 2020 conference in St. Louis.
