Meeting Minutes 
Date: August 15, 2024 

 
Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 12:20 PM.

• Division of Fire Safety:  Missouri State Fire Marshal Tim Bean reminded the membership that 

this is an election year, and that there is no assurance that he will remain the State Fire Mashal 

under the new Governor.  Fire Marshal Bean stated there isn’t a lot of new legislation to report 

on.  He urged us to pay attention to the legislature.  There will be 40-plus new State 

Representative and 8 or so new State Senators.  We should reach out to them and make them 

aware of what we do.  Over $18 million has been invested in the Missouri Fire Service over the 

last 5 years – over $1 million for training.  Fire Marshal Bean urged us to use the funds available.  

He brought up state regulations on blasting – discussion ensued.  He also asked that we send
